Emergency Medical First Responder (EMR)

13 week college course condensed to 6 days!

This is a pre-EMT course designed to provide the student with the knowledge
and skill necessary to work as a First Responder. The course is designed

for those interested in EMT prep, CERT, SAR, SWAT, Security, Church First
Responders/Staff, Law Enforcement, etc. and is intended for students

that seek a better understanding of the role and responsibilities of a First
Responder. This class also meets the State of California Title 22 requirements
pertinent to CPR, First Aid, and AED training as it relates to the EMT
(Emergency Medical Technician). This course will also certify the student to
administer oxygen, provide professional rescuer CPR and provide basic first
aid.

Pre-requisite: Current AHA First Aid, CPR, AED certification.
